Applications should include the following: 

• A letter of application 
• A resume or curriculum vitae 
• A project proposal of approximately two pages (one-half spaced), plus any supporting 

documentation, in which you set out the nature of the project, the specific research to be 
funded by the grant, a concrete research plan, and an itemized, documented budget for 
the research. Having a well thought out, detailed plan of research will improve your 
chances of success. 

• Alternatively, please supply information about the conference you plan to attend and 
paper you plan to present. 

• A letter of recommendation  
 
Up to $500 per student will be awarded. The selection is based on the strength of the proposal, the 
costs of the project, and your overall qualifications. We highly recommend that all applicants for 
the CLAS funding competition apply for co-financing from BU’s Undergraduate Research 
Opportunities Program (UROP; www.bu.edu/urop/) to get sufficient funds for field research.
