As you know, I announced the formation last month of a Search Advisory Committee to identify 
a permanent dean for Metropolitan College (MET). The process for constituting a Dean Search 
Advisory Committee, outlined in the BU Faculty Handbook, specifies that: “the advisory 
committee shall consist of three faculty members elected by the faculty of the School for which a 
dean is to be selected, two faculty members elected by the Faculty Council from other Schools, 
and as many as three members designated by the provost.”
