Rabbi Kevin Hale, a traditionally trained sofer stam (torah scribe) will 
discuss the mitzvah, or sacred obligation, to write a torah scroll as well as 
the tools, materials, rituals and techniques that go into their writing and 
restoration. 
 
Rabbi Hale is an ordained Reconstructionist Rabbi, who trained as a sofer 
stam under Dr. Rabbi Eric Ray until his death in 2005. Rabbi Hale is the 
director of the Ray Torah Institute in Leeds, MA, where he works full time 
as a sofer repairing torahs, writing megillahs and torahs, and teaching.
